Center your awareness on sewa – selfless service – and focus your consciousness on the word of the Shabad (SGGS: page 110 Line 1)

By doing service of various kinds without payment or any expectation of reward, one acts as a Sewak, or Sewadar. From this springs humility and the elimination of one’s ego. Voluntary service can be performed in different ways – with body, mind and money (Tun, Man, Dhan,).

First, there is physical service. This includes cleaning the gurdwara and its premises, cooking and serving langar. In addition to serving the sangat, one is expected to serve one’s family and the community at large. Second, there is the service with the mind, such as is required for reflection of the Gurbani and the remembrance of God’s name. Third, service can be performed with cash or kind to deserving persons and charitable organizations.

All these forms of service are taught to us by our Gurus. They teach us that sewa must be done gladly and without any motive for reward or compensation. Sewa should be done without any expectation for approbation, honor or position. These expectations defeat the main objective of sewa, which is selfless service and the elimination of ego.

Historical Perspective of Central Jersey Sikh Association

Part II - The Growth Years 1992-1996

As described in Part-I, during the first three years of its existence, CJSA was fully established. The basic needs of the Sikh Community, such as regular Kirtan Diwans, education classes, Summer Youth Camp, annual cultural program, were met by the CJSA. In addition, we participated in the other annual events, such as Tri-state Sikh games, Hemkunt Foundation Symposium and the Sikh Day Parade held in New York City.  We also published “The Bulletin” monthly, which provided schedules for Kirtan programs, articles on Sikh religion and other community news. The main wish of the CJSA committee was to have a place of their own or at least a rented place where the Sangat could have regular Kirtan Programs and other activities. In 1991, the Council of Trustees studied five sites.  However, none of these sites were found to be suitable. Therefore, it was decided to continue on this effort in the coming years. 

After looking at several rental halls, the Council of Trustees, in January 1992, decided to start the regular biweekly Kirtan Diwans in the Czechoslovak Farmers Club hall rather than in homes. This place was not the ideal place for the Gurudwara, but was a central place with plenty of parking and away from built-up areas where the devotees could worship in peace. However, there were two problems with the hall. There was a bar adjoining the hall and there were no carpets in the hall. The first problem was not considered to be big as hardly anyone came to the bar on Sunday mornings; there were no other halls available without a bar. In addition, the hall management decided to keep the door to the bar closed at all times. The second problem was solved when few of the Sangat members donated the carpets.   However, there was no place in the hall where the carpets could be stored after the Kirtan Diwan. Therefore the CJSA Committee members had to store the carpets in their homes. Every Sunday morning, the carpets needed to be picked up from the homes and taken to the hall and layed on the floor and then covered by the white sheets. At  the end of the Kirtan, the carpets were picked up from the hall and brought back to the home.  Satnam Singh Bansal and his family offered this Sewa. Other Sangat members helped him in laying the carpets in the morning and picking up at the end of the day. In August 1992, the committee decided to increase the frequency of Kirtans from biweekly to weekly. As the Kirtans became more regular, the CJSA committee, with the help of Czechoslovak hall management, paid for a shed by the side of the hall, where the carpets, utensils and the speaker system were stored.  We also continued search for new Gurudwara sites. 

The CJSA Committee viewed several properties in Ewing, Hamilton and other neighboring areas.  However, none of them were found to be suitable. The Building Committee reviewed other options for the Gurudwara. The committee concluded that CJSA could not afford a large lot with an existing building. At the same time, a smaller lot with an existing building meant that there was not enough parking or room for expansion. The committee came to a conclusion that the best approach was to buy a tract of land (minimum 10 acres) and build a Gurudwara on it. In 1993, the committee decided to pursue a 19 acres lot near the Robbinsville Airport. The initial contract for this land was signed in 1993 with Garden State Land Company. This was finalized in 1994 after successful completion of the required tests.  During the years 1994-96, the building plans were prepared, got approved by the Council of Trustees and were sent to the Washington Township for approval. 

A problem surfaced in May 1993 when the IRS notified CJSA that they couldn’t find any record of its tax-exempt status. Therefore, with the help of our accountant, Mr. Sanjiv Sahni, all the necessary papers, which included some amendments to the articles of the constitution, were filed with the IRS. In November 1993, we were notified of approval of CJSA as a tax-exempt religious organization.   

Throughout these years, CJSA continued participating in the Sikh Day Parade in New York City and Tri-state Sikh Games. In 1995, the committee decided to participate in March of Dimes walk and help raise funds for the cure of children diseases. This participation also promoted visibility of the Sikhs in the Mercer County. This practice continues to this day.  In 1995 we also started to a have annual CJSA picnic and games in the Mercer County Park. This practice continued throughout the years.

During these years, two important events occurred which changed the future of the CJSA. The first event occurred on December 25, 1993, the day of 3rd Annual Cultural Festival. As the children were returning from the final Bhangra practice, their car met a tragic accident. Three of the children, Kamaljit Singh Bathala, Jaswinder Singh Guleria and Naveen Kataria died on the spot. Two other children, Harjeev Bhalla and Jasmeet Singh Nagi were seriously injured. Harjeev Bhalla later recovered fully and carried on with his life. However, Jasmeet Singh Nagi could not recover completely due to loss of some of his memory functions. This tragedy had a major impact on the lives of children and adults of the CJSA community. 

The second event occurred in 1996, when, due to a conflict in Sikh values between the conservatives and the liberals, several trustees resigned from CJSA. This split led to the formation of second Sikh association that is at present functioning as ‘Sikh Sabha’. This event was a blow to all the CJSA Sikhs and especially to some of them who had invested a lot of time to keep the community together. 

As in the past, CJSA ladies continued to make major contributions to the organization such as Langer organization in the hall and the camps as well as making important contribution to the education of the children.  

Kirtan Diwans: In January 1992, CJSA decided to hold Kirtan in Czechoslovakian Farmers Club hall. In August 1992, it was decided by the committee to increase the frequency of the Kirtans from bi-weekly to weekly.  This practice continued throughout the years. In 1993, the committee decided to celebrate five Gurpurbs with the recital of Akhand Paath. The participation of the Sangat members for the recital of Gurbani in the Akhand Paaths continued throughout the years. Therefore, because of this practice, many of the Sangat members became skilled Paathi’s.  In addition, as a result of the education classes, many of the children started to recite Shabads during the Sunday Kirtans as well as providing special Kirtan Diwans during Gurpurb celebration.  Giani Darshan Singh continued to provide his services during all the years. 

Education Classes: Children’s education classes in Gurmukhi, Sikh History and Shabad Kirtan, which started in October of 1987, continued throughout the years 1992-96. For the first few years, classes were held in the hall after the regular Kirtan. In 1995, the committee felt that the space in the hall is not sufficient to hold three classes simultaneously in the hall. Therefore, the classes were moved to Hightstown High School where three rooms were rented for a two-hour period. Although the cost for this new approach was higher, the students made excellent progress in the school setting. This arrangement continued during 1996.    

Summer Youth Camp: In 1991, the association decided to hold Sikh Youth Camp in Camp Lane Robbins, New Jersey.  In 1992 and the following years, the participation in the camp became a key event for the youth. In 1993, the length of the camp was increased to 5 days. In 1995, the camp was held in collaboration with Garden State Sikh Association and duration of the camp was increased to 7 days. In addition to the learning of Gurmukhi, Sikh History and Shabad Kirtan, the children also learnt turban tying and participated in various games. The older children participated in debates on current Sikh issues. In 1995, the participation in the camp increased to 72 children of all ages.  

Sri Hemkunt Foundation Symposium: As during the previous years, the children continued to participate in Sri Hemkunt Foundation Symposium. Some of our children again reached the international level competition after winning in the New York Zonal competition. During this period, Hemkunt Foundation, for the first time, allowed participation of two first position winners from CJSA in the competition.         

Tri-state Sikh Games: As during the previous years, our children and adults continued to participate in the Tri-state Sikh games. Many of our children won individual prizes in races.  In spite our low membership, a few of the times, our teams won third place ranking among all the Gurdwaras participating in the games. 

Cultural Program: As in 1990 and 1991, CJSA held another program in 1992. We were all ready for another program on Christmas day in 1993. However, due to a tragic car accident, three of our beloved children were killed and two others were seriously injured.  The participation of local public of different school districts in the memorial services and support to the individual families reflected how valuable these students were in their respective schools. They were deeply missed and honored by everybody.  

The cultural program was cancelled that year and for the next two years.  Cultural program was held again in 1996, but not with the same vigor as during 1990-92. As in the previous years, children from other Gurudwaras also took part in the program.  

Fund Raising: As we starting thinking about a Gurudwara site, fund-raising became an important issue. During the years 1993-94, in addition to raising funds during April and November, Sikh community at large was approached. By the time of signing the contract for the purchase of land, CJSA, with the help of whole community, had sufficient amount of available funds to pay for the property in cash. More funds were needed to prepare the drawings and start construction for the building. Therefore, the fund raising committee, visited the neighboring Gurudwaras. As a result of these efforts, CJSA had over $100,000 in the bank at the end of 1996.     

Bulletin: The quality of the monthly Bulletin continued to improve over the years with the inclusion of selected articles from the Sikh Review. In 1996, CJSA committee decided to change the frequency of the Bulletin from monthly to bi-monthly.  A special memorial issue was published in December 1994 on the first anniversary of the tragic car accident.

This is the second installment of a three-part article. Part III will cover the important events in the years 1997 to present and will be published in the next issue. This article is written from my memory and other information from Janak Singh and Jaswant Singh Sandhu. Any errors and omissions are unintentional and are regretted.

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CJSA Building Plans Report

Last issue contained detailed plans for future additions to the Gurudwara building. The building plans are proceeding on schedule. The plans for the residential complex have been approved and all the necessary permits are in place. CJSA plans to start construction on residential complex some time in year 2002, subject to availability of funds. This is where we need sangat’s cooperation and help. Construction of present building was possible with liberal donations from the sangat. We need your help again to complete next phases of our dream. Completion of residential complex will provide proper onsite accommodation for the priests, as well as a place to stay for our, out of town visitors. No donation is too small. The CJSA management again appeals to sangat to send their donations.

Financial Aspects:

Current offerings, donations hardly cover mortgage, utilities, priest’s salaries, rent and other requirements. Our major monthly average expenses (not including building construction expenses) are as follows:

At present on an average Gurudwara has been getting $4200.00 Per Month as offerings, $1500 Per Month as Ardas, $2400.00 Per Month as Langar sewa. In addition to this we get donations for the building/other activities fund, which vary from month to month. We have been using part of these funds to cover any short fall in operating expenses. In addition we are in the process of clearing balance bills for the first phase construction. We need sangat’s help again to continue the building construction process and meet the operating expenses of the Gurudwara..

An immediate construction plan is to provide area lighting in the parking lot, before the winter.

CJSA School was a great success during last academic year ending in May 2001. We had around 70 children enrolled in Punjabi Language, Sikh Studies and Kirtan classes. From the interest being shown by the parents this year, I can project that the enrollment numbers will exceed last year numbers by 50%. We are planning to add Friday evening session to avoid crowded classrooms on Sunday. The notice for the same will be posted at the Information Counter, as soon as arrangements for the same are completed. The school is going to start classes on September 9. The first semester will be from September 9, 2001 to week before Christmas. The second semester will be from first week of New Year to first week of May 2002. Classes will be held at CJSA Gurudwara, second floor per schedule listed under.

The parents are requested to bring children to school on time and make sure that kids bring required school supplies (Note book, pencils etc) with them. Books will be supplied by CJSA. A nominal fee of $20.00 per child covers the cost of books. Parents can contact Sikander S. Ranu for list of school supplies. Parents are requested to make sure that kids have finished their homework for the last class before coming to next class.

We had an excellent group of volunteer teachers last year. They deserve CJSA sangat’s thanks for remarkable job done by them. Most of them are going to continue the volunteer work this year, but we are loosing a few due to moving, college and other reasons. Harcharan Singh Gill will continue to teach Kirtan. This year we are planning to involve Bhai Surjit Singh jatha for Kirtan classes. Most of the teachers work as volunteers. The management feels that Bhai Surjit Singh jatha should be compensated for time spent on Kirtan classes, as this will be additional work for them. A nominal fee of $30 for 5 one-hour lessons will be charged for Kirtan classes.

Those who have done late night hours Akhand Path duties know very well this quiet, dignified sewadar. When you show up for your late night path duty, he is always there to welcome you, offers you tea, snacks or langar. He listens to your path recital and before you finish your hour, he is down stairs ready to welcome the next sewadar. 

During Akhand Paths, it is very easy to find volunteers for the easy daytime hours. There are always plenty of readers (Pathis) and attendants (Sewadars) available between 10 AM to PM. It is always hard to find readers for the midnight hours and even harder to find sewadars.

One person is a permanent fixture in the Akhand Path room and kitchen during late night hours. He is humble and quite. He takes care of the pathis during most difficult hours of the Akhand Path. As he and the nighttime pathis are the only ones present during those hours, most of the sangat does not know much about him. Who is this remarkable dedicated sewadar? He is Surjeet Singh Somal, resident of Plainsboro NJ. He lives there with his wife Amarjit Kaur Somal, a son and three daughters. CJSA sangat salutes him as volunteer of the quarter and hopes that there will be a lot more like him among us.

When we moved in to new Gurudwara, the walkway to the main entrance and space around the Nishan Sahib (Flag pole) was raw dirt. The sangat must have noticed that same raw dirt area has been transformed into beautiful flowerbeds. Similarly area around the building was full of weeds, shrubs and mounds of dirt. The sangat must have noticed significant improvement in those areas. We do not have a landscaping service. These improvements are result of hours of hard work put in by volunteers Gurmit Singh, Bhupinder Singh, Daljit Singh and Bhajan Singh Gill. We want to salute these dedicated young boys, before the winter sets in and we forget about the exemplary sewa by them. 

Pilgrimage to Sri Hemkunt Sahib – An Ultimate Adventure

Gurdwara, he described it as a very adventurous and humbling experience.  Since that time, I had a yearning to visit Sri Hemkunt Sahib to experience the serenity and beauty of the place. Guru Gobind Singh wrote in Bachitter Natak, that in his previous life, when he was absorbed in praying, Akal Purkh was very happy with him. Akal Purkh asked him to and give birth in the Two years back when Hercharan Singh Gill and his family visited Sri Hemkunt Sahib house of Guru Teg Bahadur. 

Sri Hemkunt Sahib Gurdwara is located in the Himalayan Mountain at 15,000 ft atop Mt. Hemkunt in northeastern India, and is along the border of China and India.  Many Jathas and private parties pilgrimage to Sri Hemkunt Sahib from all parts from India, as well as from England and even the US and Canada.  In fact, during our visit this summer, we were told that a Jatha had started on foot from Harmandir Sahib at Amritsar on May 15 and was scheduled to reach Hemkunt Sahib in the middle of July.  These types of jathas are quite common during tourist season, which begins in June and ends in September. The exact dates depend upon the weather during the year.  

We began our journey to Sri Hemkunt Sahib at 9am on June 18, 2001 in Dehradun.  The first leg of our trip would be an 11 hour drive through the Himalayan foothills to Joshimath, a town about 15 miles away from the beginning of the Hemkunt Sahib walking trail.  During the way we passed through Rajaji National Park, which is located about 15 miles from Dehradun.  Rajaji National Park is known to have all kinds of animals including monkeys, lions and especially elephants.  The next town on our journey was Rishikesh, which is located on the banks of Ganges River and has a Gurdwara where many Hemkunt Sahib pilgrims stop for the night.  We also passed trough the towns of Biasi, Kidiala and Devpryag, all of them located along the side of the Ganges River.  From Devpryag, the road to Hemkunt sahib is by the river Alaknanda, one of the two main tributaries that form the Ganges.  We passed through the town of Kirtinagar and at 2 pm reached Srinagar, which is another town known to have a very big Gurdwara where pilgrims often stay for the night.  At many stops along the road, we saw sewadars flagging down cars to have langar.  In fact, at one stop, sewadars placed a rope across the road, and would not even let cars pass until all the pilgrims had langar.  After lunch in Srinagar, we went through the towns of Kalisgarh, Rudprayag, Gaucher, Karanprayag, Nandprayag, Birhi, Pipalkoti, and Helany to finally reach Joshimath at 7:30pm, located at an altitude of about 6800 feet, where we spent the night.  

Throughout the way, from Rishikesh to Joshimath, the road was very winding, had many, many blind curves, and overall seemed quite dangerous.  With no barricades or shoulder of any sort, one side of the road almost always was along a sharp cliff, with the river 200 to 1000 feet below.  The average width of the road was barely two cars wide, so whenever a truck or bus came in the opposite direction, the driver had to find passing place to let the truck pass.  Many times while we were passing a vehicle coming from the opposite direction, the outside tires of our car were about one to two feet away from the edge of the cliff, which seemed very scary.  This made even sitting in the car quite nerve wrecking, especially for westerners like us who are used to precaution and safety inherent in American roads.  The few deadly looking accidents we saw along the way did not help alleviate our worries much either. 

On the morning of June 19, our driver picked us up from the hotel at 7am and we started our journey to Gobind Ghat, the start of the Hemkunt Sahib hiking trail, which is located about 15 miles away.  We reached Gobind Ghat Gurdwara about an hour and a half later.  Gobind Ghat is located on the banks of the Alknanada river (which look more like very intense rapids) at an altitude of 5000 ft.  Here we bought walking sticks and rented two horses for going to Hemkunt Sahib. At 10am, we loaded our luggage on one horse and started hiking the first leg, thirteen kilometers to Gobind Dham.  

The initial path comprised of both big inclines and declines, for half and hour we would be hiking upwards followed by ten minutes back down, and then up again, and down again.  We found even after the first hour, just a few kilometers into our hike, we needed to stop every few minutes to rest.  Eventually, after a few hours, we began to alternatively take rest by riding the horses once in a while.  One thing that kept us going was the constant encouragement, we received from fellow hikers.  Every few minutes, especially from those coming down on their return trip to Gobind Dam, people would offer us sweets and many words of support.  It created a very positive environment, the people hiking down really encouraged those struggling up, and those struggling up built fortitude among themselves to continue up despite the physical and mental challenges. The other thing we observed was that all the people, whether going up or coming down, were constantly saying Satnam – Waheguru. This created such a serene atmosphere that is hard to describe.         

By 7pm, exhausted, all four of us eventually reached Gobind Dham, the second base camp, where we were to spend the night before hiking up to Hemkunt Sahib the next morning.  Gobind Dham, located at an altitude of 10000 feet, is a collection of small hotels, shops, eating-places, and a gurdwara along about 500 meters of the path to Hemkunt Sahib.  By the time we arrived, it was getting dark, and at this elevation, quite chilly, around 60 degrees.  With little electricity (only available from 10pm to 12am and 4am to 6am), and no running water, the night at Gobind Dham was not very comfortable, especially after such a difficult day.  Our “hotel” rooms consisted of a wet double bed with a damp comforter with no light in a musty concrete 8 by 8 foot room with an attached bathroom.  Still these accommodations were quite luxurious compared to what else was available.  Supposedly, many dozens of sangat were without any accommodations since all the hotels were full, including even the gurdwara.

The next morning we began our 6.5 km hike to Hemkunt Sahib, which is located at an elevation of 15,400 feet.  Since we had to return to Gobind Dham the same day, we began our journey at 7am to give ourselves enough time to trek back.  This portion of the hike was extremely steep, essentially climbing the equivalent of five Empire State Buildings in a few hours.  Along the way, we passed three beautiful glaciers, gorgeous views of the Himalayan mountain range, and were continually encouraged by the singing of Satnam-Waheguru during the way and distant sounds of Kirtan emerging from gurdwara speakers at the peak. Some twelve hundred and fifty steps comprise the last kilometer of the hike to Hemkunt Sahib, and pose the most difficult physical challenge especially considering the lack of oxygen (which made it difficult to breath) at this elevation.  Despite this, we saw people of all ages from 10 years to 80 walking almost gleefully, despite how physically tired they were.  Their spirit and faith was unyielding. Some were walking barefoot, other were walking in chapels. There were a few people going on horses while both the very young, very old, and others who could not ride the horses went on Kanda, and were carried on a sharpa’s back.  The very old and disabled went by Palkee, they were carried in a basket by four people.  However, irrespective of the age or mode of transportation, everyone was absorbed in their mission singing Satnam and Waheguru.  The four us reached Sri Hemkunt Sahib at different times, those of us that went by horses reached at 9:30am, and those that walked arrived by 11:30pm.  

Sri Hemkunt Sahib was beautiful.  The gurdwara is on the banks of a pristine glacier lake, which sits in a valley surrounded by seven peaks, all topped with Nishan Sahibs.  We washed our faces in the Sarowar, and went into the Gurdwara for Ardas, which is performed at 10:30am, 12:30pm, and 2:00pm.  We noticed almost immediately once we arrived the air was very thin at this altitude, and normally simple physical activities became very laborious.  Gurdwara sewadars were instructing pilgrims to head back to Gobind Dam immediately after Ardas to minimize any health problems.  Despite all these emotional and physical challenges, expressions of complete fulfillment and accomplishment could be seen on people’s faces everywhere. 

At about 1pm, we started our return journey from Hemkunt Sahib. All of us reached Gobind Dham at about 5:30pm.  Having just been at the summit and experienced Hemkunt Sahib, the downhill trek went by very quickly.  We were very happy that we had completed the most difficult part of our journey, but at the end of the day, also extremely tired.  We stayed another night at Gobind Dham. 

The next morning at about 7:30am on June 21, we had our breakfast and started our return journey from Gobind Dham towards Gobind Ghat.  During this last 13 kilometer leg, we tried to absorb and enjoy the beauty of the mountains and the religious atmosphere throughout our return journey, always making sure to encourage those patrons struggling on their way up.  We reached Gobind Ghat about four hours later at about 11:30am. We went into the Gurdwara and had Parshad.  Everyone who offers money for Karah Parshad at Gobind Dham then collects dry Parshad at the Gobind Ghat Gurdwara. 

We found our transport at about 2pm and headed towards our hotel at Joshimath.  Finally, the next morning (June 22), we left the Hemkunt Sahib and the Himalayan Range for Dehradun, which we reached 10 hours later. On our return journey throughout the way, we saw many Sikhs going towards Hemkunt Sahib in trucks, cars, scooters and bicycles. We found that near every Gurdwara, Sikhs were standing on the side of the road urging everybody to break their journey and have Langer.  It was really a wonderful, inspirational sight to see. 

Whether the journey to Sri Hemkunt Sahib is more a pilgrimage or adventure is left to the individual.   What makes the experience so special is regardless of whether you are young or old, walk the trail or ride on horse, at some point you are overwhelmed and humbled by witnessing the astonishing power of faith at work.  People of all ages and conditions focused on a shared cause, journeying to Hemkunt Sahib, completely undeterred from their mission despite the many physical and emotional challenges they all commonly face.  For people of every type, the trip to Hemkunt Sahib provides a powerful, unique experience which one may not be able to come across anywhere else.

DASVAND 

A Point Of View

Dasvand is a portion of a working Sikhs earnings which are set aside for charitable purposes. It originated in the period of the Gurus when projects were taken up such as the building of Gurdwaras. The Gurus asked the Sikhs to set aside a portion of their earnings for the costs of the Gurdwaras and other local causes.

Charitable purposes include medical appeals, disaster appeals, rebuilding of Gurdwaras, collections for the poor and needy, collections for educational purposes (e.g., to supply free books and literature) etc. Dasvand should not be donated to causes that may ultimately increase suffering - Dasvand is used strictly to reduce suffering and promote peace. 

Why Is The Dasvand Important?

The Dasvand reminds one of those that are less well off, it reminds one of the suffering and pain that people are undergoing. Sikhs are charitable and have traditionally helped and assisted those in need. Although a Sikh may not be able to help practically, the Sikh can assist financially or vice versa.

Does Donating Clothes And Food Count As Dasvand?

Where there is need for clothing and food, such donations can count as Dasvand.

Does The Dasvand Only Cover Sikh Appeals?

The Dasvand can be used for any charitable purposes where it would help those that are less well off. 

How Much Must Be Set Aside ?

Dasvand means a tenth i.e. ten-percent. Some Sikhs tend to reserve more than that whereas those less well off may reserve less. The importance is that at least some money be set aside for charitable purposes and that it is donated regularly.

The role of Sikh Guru Mahals in Sikhism

The Gurus not only tried to ameliorate the position of women; they also set examples for paying genuine regard to women.  The value system and the ideals in the Sikh religion today are when Guru Nanak Dev talked about the improvement of the status of women.  In Asa Di Var, he gave singular honor to his sister Baba Nanaki to become his first woman disciple and accepting his path, the first to adopt Sikhism.  This was a great tribute to women by Guru Nanak Dev. 

It was Baba Nanaki herself who understood and recognized the musical talent of her brother and bought him a rabab.  Today, Kirtan is the nerve center of Sikhism.  When Guru Nanak Dev undertook religious tours for the propagation of faith for long periods of twelve years, his wife Mata Sulakhani did not lose her composure. She gave priority to the propagation of religious doctrines and accepted a secondary position for the family requirements. She bore smilingly the will of her Guru husband. She went through a very rough time, but kept quite for self-respect.

In the period of Guru Angad Dev, his Guru Mahal, Mata Khiwi started attending personally to the langar, with such expertise that Poet Balwand could not resist mentioning her in his composition Ramkali Di Var. Moreover, Guru granth records the name of a single Guru Mahal and that honor belongs to Mata Khiwi. Poet Balwand says that Mata Khiwi is a kind, gentlewoman like the cool shade of luxuriant tree. Her participation in her husband’s work is so admirable that she seems to be carrying the burden of the entire world. She distributed the wealth of langar liberally, which she prepared with clarified butter, which tasted like nectar. The practice of langar is an exclusive feature of Sikh religion today. This is the specialty, which promoted the principle of Sangat and Pangat into maturity. It means that the followers of any religion, caste or creed could sit in the same row and partake of the food served in it, without any discrimination.  

Guru Amardas’s, Mahal Mata Mansa Devi took the task of bringing awareness in the woman’s world. She worked for the removal of all discriminations against woman, Parda, the seclusion for women, was essential in those days. When the husband died the wife had to burn herself on the pyre of her dead husband. She also abolished child marriages. Guru Amardas established 22 centers for the propagation of religion. He honored several women and made them incharge of the centers. He also installed sub-centers for the same purpose. 

Guru Ram Das’s, Mahal Bibi Bhani adds a new specification to the institution of Guru Mahals. In Punjabi culture, the father does not avail of the assistance from daughters. Bibi Bhani proves that there is no difference between son and daughter. Actually daughters can attend their parents more conscientiously. Bibi Bhani got the blessing due to her dedication to the service of her father.

Guru Arjan Dev’s Mahal Mata Ganga, herself had sent her husband on his way to martyrdom. At that time Guru Hargobind the Sixth Guru was only 11 years old.  Guru Arjan’s martyrdom could not intimidate her to lose balance. She settled down to task of preparing her son to face the challenge. The calm, spritual stream of the Guru House took a revolutionary turn. Mata Ganga dinned into the mind of her husband the idea that it was better to give up life for the sake of the mission than to nurse a feeling of inferiority in any sense of the word. 

Guru Hargobind’s Mahal Mata Nanki was Guru Teg Bahadur’s mother and Guru Gobind’s grand mother. When Guru Hargobind bestowed Gaddi on his grandson Har Rai, Mata Nanki took it as will of God. She agreed to stay with her parents at Bakala along with her son Teg Bahadur. She decided to pass the inheritance to his son, Guru Harkishan, who was Mata Nanki’s grandson. Her patience did not waver. Mata Nanki provided a new dimension to the institution of Guru Mahal to keep on performing the duty without any expectation. That duty could be to the husband, to the son or towards the grandson.

Guru Har Rai’s Mahal Mata Kishan Kaur has the honor to be the mother of the eighth Guru Har Krishan. Mata Kishan Kaur traveled with Guru Har Rai. She looked after his companions and followers and this way kept on performing the duty in serving her husband.  She took care of her son and child Guru Harkrishan after her husband.

Guru Teg Bahadur’s Mahal Mata Gujri has the honor to be the daughter-in-law of a Guru. Mata Gujari was a personification of simran and sewa, the remembrance of God and conscientiousness towards duty. Her husband was busy with meditation in a cell for 22 years. Mata Gujri is the first woman martyr in Sikh religion, and she retains this honor in the world. Mata Gujri is the first grandmother who saw her teachings fruitified with her own eyes. Her grandsons, mere children 5 and 7 years faced the cruelties till the end. They did not waver; they kept on reciting verses from japuji sahib when they were bricked alive. Thus leaving permanent imprint of their own ideal of life.

Guru Gobind Singh’s Mahal Mata Sundari is an incomparable personality in the Sikh religion. After Guru Gobind Singh Mata Sundri started looking after the religious affairs. This was the time when Sikh polity came up on the surface. Mata Sundari’s residence, known as Mata Sundari Gurudwara, near Turkman gate today is the first authentic center of Sikh politics. She lived in this house for 43 years. It was from this building that she sent directives to Banda Bahadur in Punjab. From this place only she sent orders to Baba Deep Singh and Bhai Mani Singh Ji to lay down their heads like the ancestors, but not to compromise with the uncouth ruling class. 

The Sikh countenance in the essence was life of Mata Sundari. She established Bhai Mani Singh as the head priest of Shri Darbar Sahib in Amritsar and inaugurated an academy of metaphysical learning. She inspired Bhai Mani Singh to edit the Bani of the Dashem Guru. Mata Sundari’s house was a heaven for the needy and unhappy. Jassa Singh Ahluwalia stayed with his mother in his building for a long time. Mata Sundari taught him to read and write and trained him also to use arms and armaments. She guided the Panth in period of turmoil. She gave positive direction to the Sikh politics by rigorous pursuit of affairs. 

Mata Sahib Kaur has the distinctive privilege of being the mother of the Khalsa Panth. She is an image of the trust, reliance and self-denial of a true disciple. Her relationship with father of Khalsa panth was platonic. It has been sublimated into a spritual contact. This was a couple of its own kind. The Guru was a householder and also an ascetic, and Sahib Dewan was his wife as well as the pious, virgin mother of Khalsa. She loved her husband, but never disobeyed his orders. And yet she was the only one entitled to use the seal of the Guru for sending decrees to the Sikh community after the Guru passed away.

The Story of the First Sikh Martyr

Sikhs all over the world gather at their local gurdwaras to appreciate the martyrdom of Guru Arjan Dev ji.  He was born in 1563 and was the son of Guru Ram Das ji and Bibi Bhani.  During his guruship he accomplished many things that encouraged his fellow Sikhs to continue following their faith.

Guru Amardas was extremely fond of young Arjan, as he was always hovering around him.  When it was time for the Guru’s nap, everyone was sure not to disturb him for they knew he had wakened early for his prayers.  One day, young Arjan had snuck into the Guru’s room and woke him up.  Guru Amardas’ attendant ran into the room to carry the child away when the Guru interrupted and said, “Eh mera dohta duni da bohta hovega – this grandson of mine will cruise people across the ocean of life.”

It was apparent to everyone that young Arjan would become the successor of his father and lead the Sikhs to the greatest places.  Although it was quite simple for the community to accept Arjan as their guru, his eldest brother, Prithi Chand, was very envious.  He felt that he was the proper successor, for he was the oldest son and did every thing he could to ruin his brother’s fate.  

Guru Arjan Dev ji tried to avoid contact with his brother for all he would accomplish was great irritation. Soon after he became guru, he had left Goindwal to free himself from his brother’s tormenting and to attend many unfinished responsibilities his father had left behind.  

He had began working on the completion of the holy tanks of Santokhsar and Amritsar, Santokhsar was completed in 1588 so then completely devoted his attention to Amritsar.  In addition to the construction of the holy tank, he had the foundation stone of Harimandir Sahib laid.  This was very important to the Sikh community because he called upon a Muslim saint, Mian Mir, to help lay down the foundation stone.  This proved that Guru ji did accept and followed and views of the previous gurus because Guru Nanak once said, “There is no Hindu, or Musalmaan,” and by doing this, he showed he believed in equality of all mankind.  

Also, when talk began about the construction of Harimandir Sahib, a majority of the people wanted it to be the highest building of all.  Guru Arjan Dev ji taught those that there was no virtue like humility and said the building should be on the lowest elevation possible.  He also decided the gurdwara would be open on all four sides so anyone could enter from any side and no one should feel discriminated against.

Prithi Chand was still very jealous of his younger brother so the Guru therefore decided to go on a tour and accomplish things in different places.  When he returned to Amritsar, Prithi Chand was still thinking of ways to out run his brother.  He then realized that Guru Arjan Dev ji did not have a son and he hoped that his own son could succeed as guru, but then he found out that Guru Arjan Dev ji’s wife was soon to have a son of their own.  

After Hargobind was born, the Sikhs were rejoiced with happiness.  And the more rejoicing that was done, the angrier Prithi Chand became.  He then thought to send an old family nurse to look after Hargobind and had her smear poison her nipples so the baby would hopefully be poisoned to death.  Little did he know, the poison had affected her and she could not complete the murderous task.  Prithi Chand was now only motivated to try again and poison the child in different ways.  He had placed a snack in Guru ji’s backyard, but Hargobind played with it.  He had put poison in Hargobind’s milk, but he rejected it.  By this time, Hargobind was a grown boy and Guru Arjan Dev ji sent him to Bhai Budha to be trained for future responsibilities.  

Prithi Chand had seemed to be at it again when he began distributing his own hymns to Sikh visitors in Amritsar claiming that they were those of Guru Nanak and the other Sikh Gurus.  Guru Arjan Dev ji knew what he had to do to stop this confusion so immediately he gathered his trusted friends to help him.  Guru ji and others from all over the country went to Goindwal, Khadur, and Kartarpur to collect banis from the preceding gurus and began to compile what is now known as the Holy Granth.  It consists of hymns from the preceding gurus in chronological order as well as those from other Hindu and Muslim saints.

After the Adi Granth was completed, Prithi Chand saw that an opportunity had come his way.  He complained to the King that the Adi Granth had derogatory references to Muslim and Hindu prophets and saints.  Then, Guru Arjan Dev ji sent Bhai Budha and Bhai Gurdas to the Mughal court with a copy of the holy book.  Two hymns were recited from the book and the King saw nothing wrong with the compilation and was actually delighted by the poetry.  He then gave robes of honor to Bhai Budha and Bhai Gurdas and sent one for the Guru.  

After Akbar had stepped down from the throne, the Adi Granth was completed, Emperor Jahengir told the Guru to revise the Holy Book and take out all Hindu and Muslim references.  Guru ji did not agree and so he was put in prison and tortured for 5 long days.  As he was forced to sit on a red hot plate, as hot sand was poured over his body.  Not only that but he was also forced to dip his body in boiling water.  On his last day, Guru Arjan Dev ji asked to take a bath in the Ravi River, which he was allowed to do.  It is said that as he walked into the river, he bade farewell to his followers and was never seen again.  He was only 43 years old when he sacrificed his life for his religion.

Sri Guru Arjan Dev ji will always be remembered as the first Sikh martyr but also because of his divine teachings.  Not only did he preach equality, freedom, self-reliance, compassion and humility; he taught it by example.  Guru ji set examples of service, sacrifice, and the complete and joyful acceptance of Waheguru, which are examples we should all try to follow today.

Hemkunt Symposium

Sri Hemkunt Foundation is an international organization engaged in advancing Sikh religion and causes. The foundation emphasizes on educating Sikh boys and girls in the age group of 6-24 about Sikh religion by holding speech competitions.
